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CALFED Director Patrick Wright reassigned to Resources Agency

Joe Grindstaff named as CALFED acting director

Secretary for Resources Mike Chrisman today announced that Bay Delta Authority Director

Patrick Wright will become assistant secretary for program development at the Resources

Agency. Joe Grindstaff, chief deputy director for the Department of Water Resources (DWR),

will replace Wright as acting director. The transition is effective immediately.

As Director of the Authority, Wright was responsible for overseeing the implementation ofthe

CALFED Bay-Delta Program, the largest and most comprehensive water management and

ecosystem restoration effort in the nation.

"Patrick played a key role in building the CALF ED program and through a variety of roles, at

both state and federal levels, in leading it through one of the most difficult transitions it has

faced," said Chrisman. "We appreciate his tireless dedication and selfless service during the last

decade in support of the program intended to reinforce the best attributes of government."

In his new position, Wright will report directly to Chrisman.

Grindstaff, 52, joins CALFED after nearly a year at the Department of Water Resources. "Joe has

a special talent for helping government agencies and the public find common ground and

implement mutually beneficial projects and programs," Chrisman said. "The CALFED program

continues to play an important role in meeting California's future water needs. We remain firmly

committed to its goals and objectives to resolve conflict in the Delta through a balanced approach

to improving water supply and enhancing our natural environment."
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
