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Indirect Costs Form

The Climate Bond allows you to choose one of four indirect cost rate options, specified in Public Resources Code section 90133. If you wish to include indirect costs in your budget, please read the introduction below and then choose one of the four indirect cost rate options: 1) Negotiated Indirect Cost Rate Agreement, 2) Federal De Minimis Indirect Cost Rate, 3) Indirect Cost Rate with Another State Agency, and 4) Grantee’s Proposed Indirect Cost Rate. Complete the information under that option and submit the required supporting documentation as part of your Project Information Packet (PIP). 
Introduction
Indirect costs are calculated as a percentage of the direct costs of a project. This percentage is called the indirect cost rate. The indirect cost rate is applied to certain types of direct costs, called the cost base, to calculate a project’s indirect costs. For Climate Bond grants, food and beverages, fundraising, lobbying and entertainment may not be included in calculating indirect project costs.
There are multiple accepted ways to calculate indirect costs. Your chosen method must be supported by an accounting methodology following Generally Accepted Accounting Principles (GAAP). You must maintain records to support your indirect cost rate and provide those records in the event of an audit.  
The indirect cost amount budgeted for the grant should be entered as a single line item in the project cost estimate. When submitting payment requests, you may bill an appropriate amount of indirect costs for the period covered by the payment request until the indirect cost budget is exhausted. At audit, you must be able to prove the actual indirect costs for the project are equal to or greater than the total indirect amount charged to the grant.
Cost Base Example – Modified Total Direct Costs
An example of a cost base is the Modified Total Direct Costs (“MTDC”) used in federal grants (see 2 CFR 200.1). The chart below shows direct costs that are included and excluded in the MTDC base.

☐	1. Negotiated Indirect Cost Rate Agreement (NICRA)
A NICRA is an agreement with a federal agency that establishes how the organization will calculate indirect costs on its federal grants. See 2 CFR 200.414(c). NICRAs establish the cost base, indirect cost rate, and the applicable period for calculating indirect costs. NICRAs are usually effective for two to four years. If you have an active approved NICRA and would like to use its indirect cost rate and base, please submit a copy of the NICRA letter with your PIP.

If you do not have a NICRA, you may choose to use the federal de minimis indirect cost rate. See 2 CFR 200.414(f). The current de minimis rate is up to 15% of the project's modified total direct costs (MTDC) (See MTDC cost base explanation above). You may choose the appropriate indirect cost rate up to this limit. The de minimis rate does not require documentation to justify its use. However, if you are audited, you must be able to show that your indirect costs are equal to or greater than the amount charged using the de minimis rate.
