Plant Palette – Provide a list of trees, shrubs, and other types of landscaping you are proposing to plant for the project, including genus, species, common name, and stock size (if known). Selected plants should be climate-ready, meaning they can be reasonably expected to survive both present and future climate impacts such as heat, drought, extreme weather events, and pests.
